This risk assessment is designed to highlight some of the potential hazards involved in a trip to Morocco, how Discover
Ltd has attempted to reduce these risks and how individuals can reduce the risk to themselves. Any activity represents a
level of risk and this is often increased when people move away from their normal environment. Travel around Morocco
is not in itself dangerous but conditions found will be different to Europe or North America. Statuary standards of safety
are normally lower than in Western Countries and travellers need to understand this when visiting Morocco.
