MOROCCO TOURIST BOARD'S "SADNESS AND DISMAY" AT CASABLANCA BOMBINGS
 
 
 
The Moroccan National Tourist Office (MNTO) in London has been giving its reaction to last night's suicide bombings in Casablanca. 

 

The MNTO's UK & Ireland Director Ali El Kasmi said: "We are all deeply shocked. Our reaction is one of sadness, dismay and anger."

 

"We grieve for the innocent victims who have been killed and injured - and also for their families and loved ones.

 

"We are profoundly saddened that this should happen in the heart of Morocco - a country proud of its reputation for religious tolerance. People from different backgrounds and faiths have always been able to live together in harmony and peace."

 

Mr El Kasmi said life was continuing as normal today in Morocco. "All airports and sea ports remain open as do shops, restaurants and hotels. Morocco will continue to welcome holidaymakers and business travellers as it always has done."

 

Mr El Kasmi said: "While we can understand that UK holidaymakers currently in Morocco or planning to visit the country in the next few days will be worried, we strongly believe that in these very uncertain times this terrible incident could have happened anywhere in the world.

 

"As long as international terrorism is allowed to flourish, no-one knows where it will strike next which makes every country as safe - or as unsafe - as anywhere else. 

 

"We have no idea why Morocco was targeted for this atrocity. The attacks have been roundly condemned throughout Morocco. Our people are as appalled as anyone at this outrage," he added.
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
